The party seeking the hearing would complete the caption and sign
the affidavit section on page 3. After signing the affidavit, the signor
would seek out a notary public, be sworn and sign the affidavit under
oath. The notary public would complete the notarial section. The party
would then take the document to the court to have the court complete
the date, time, place of the hearing and the name of the presiding
court official.

Although none are necessarily required there may be schedules
attached listing property, debts, or other information that doesn’t fit
on the form. Financial disclosure statements may also be attached as
needed.
