e Confidential petition addendum in family cases, form GF-179
e Family financial disclosure & exchange of information, form FA-4139
e Juror qualification forms and supplemental information, form GF-132
e Presentence investigation reports
e Restraining orders and injunctions, confidential address, form CV-502
e Victim notification cards, form CR-240

Some statutes require that an entire classification of cases be kept
confidential from public access. These statutes have provisions
allowing disclosure to the parties, their attorneys, and others. Parties
do not need to submit form
GF-244 for the following records:

e Adoption

e Children’s proceedings under ch. 48
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e Confidential name change petition

e Guardianship

e Grand juror list and grand jury proceedings

e Jane Doe proceedings

e Mental health act proceedings

e Search warrants until executed

o Will deposited for safekeeping during life of testator
