On June 2, 2004, the Wisconsin Trust Account Foundation, 

Inc. (WisTAF) filed a Petition proposing creation of a Rule to 

establish an annual assessment of each member of the State Bar 

of Wisconsin in the amount of Fifty Dollars ($50.00) to augment 

the insufficient funds received from Interest on Lawyers Trust 

Accounts (IOLTA) for the support of civil legal services for 

persons who cannot afford a lawyer.
