Wisconsin Statutes §973.18(4) requires that to take place at
sentencing or as soon thereafter as practicable. Three checkboxes
allow the defendant to indicate that he or she plans to seek
postconviction relief, does not plan to do so, or is undecided, but
knows that her or she has 20 days to make a decision and
communicate it to counsel. Defense counsel is obligated to
continue representation until the Notice of Intent is filed. Filing
this Notice does not obligate defense counsel to represent the
defendant in postconviction proceedings.
