This form is to be used for harassment cases in civil court. It is to be used
when an adult files against another adult, or when a parent, attorney, or other
adult files on behalf of a child victim, and the respondent is an adult. Form JC-
1693 is used in juvenile court. Orders can now remain in effect for four years.

There has been confusion over whether to appoint a GAL for a child petitioner
in harassment TRO/Injunction cases. By statute, a GAL should be appointed
for a child petitioner in a harassment TRO (§813.125(2)(b) — effective July 1,
2010).
