If a respondent is the parent or legal guardian of
the child or has court-ordered visitation with the child, the petitioner
must complete the UCCJEA GF-150 form.

Comments: Available in Spanish and Hmong.

There are two sets of forms for child abuse injunctions--a juvenile court
set (JC-1690 to JC-1692) and civil court set (CV-412 to CV-414). The
civil court set, with the documents filed with the clerk of court, are used
in all cases unless one of the following two exceptions exist:
1. The respondent is a child; or
2. There is a pending CHIPS action in the juvenile court involving the
child victim.

There is no filing fee in any child abuse action filed in adult or juvenile
court in compliance with Act 272.
