Distribution of Form: Original will be filed with the court.   Two additional copies of the 

document are required to be presented to the clerk for authentication and 

return to the parties. 

 

Accompanying Forms: Any Marital Settlement Agreement or Order that has been approved by 

the court.  
 
New Form/Modification: Modified; last update 05/23. 
 
Modification: Removed “and acceptable reasons have been given to the court for the 

request.” for legal separation. Changed “signed” to “filed” in B.1. 

instructions. Renumbered section D in findings of fact. 

 

Comments: This is to be used when the parties do not have minor children, as it does 

not include the information relating to children’s issues.   
 

Because this form makes reference to and incorporates significant 

provisions from the Marital Settlement Agreement (FA-4151V) or 

Proposed Marital Settlement (FA-4153V), it should only be used in 

conjunction with that other appropriate document.  Using this form 

without the other document may make these Findings, Conclusions or 

Judgment incomplete or inaccurate. 

 

In circumstances where a party is pregnant and it is believed that the other 

party is not the father, the Records Management Committee strongly 

recommends final hearing be continued until after the birth of the child.
