The garnishment forms used “creditor”, “debtor”, and “garnishee” as party
types, while the previous forms contained the traditional language of
“plaintiff”, “defendant”, and “garnishee defendant”. Section 801.01
defines the plaintiff as the judgment creditor and the defendant as the
judgment debtor (or spouse). RMC believes that §8812.04(2) and
812.44(1)(a) allow all garnishment forms to be modified to reflect the new
common usage as long as the rights of the parties are not altered.

The “Amount Due” the creditor will change based on interest, prior
payments, new costs, etc. The duty to maintain records on the amount due
is with the creditor, not the Clerk of Court. On the CCAP form, the
amounts will have to be filled in manually because the system will not
generate those figures.
