Federal law requires that the court record contain the social security
numbers of the participants and children of participants in certain
types of court proceedings. Prior to January 1, 2007, the Wisconsin
Statutes required this information to be included in the original
Petition. The petition is a public record. As a result of a
recodification of the family code effective on January 1, 2007, that
information is now to be provided in a separate document that the
clerk of court is to retain as confidential. Access to the information
on the form is limited to the parties, their attorney, a county child
support enforcement agency, or “any other person authorized by law.”

This form is the product of the Wisconsin Records
Management Committee, a committee of the Director of
State Court’s Office and a mandate of the Wisconsin Judicial
conference.
