By order dated September 16, 2014, this court directed Attorney Marcella De Peters,

appellate counsel for Marcos A. Colin, to file a supplemental no-merit report in this matter.

Attorney De Peters now advises that, in her view, the case presents an arguably meritorious

issue. Counsel therefore seeks voluntary dismissal of the no-merit appeal and an extension of the

deadline for pursuing postconviction relief in the circuit court. A no-merit proceeding is

appropriate only if counsel is convinced that an appeal would be wholly frivolous.
